
WARRANT OF THE WARNER VILLAGE WATER DISTRICT
2020 ANNUAL MEETING

THE STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE

To the inhabitants of the Warner Village Water District in the Town of Warner, in Merrimack 
County, in said State, qualified to vote in District affairs:

You are hereby notified to meet in the Town Hall in said Warner on Tuesday, the Seventeenth 
day of March next, at 7:00 o'clock in the evening to act upon the following subjects:

1. To choose one Commissioner for three years.

2. To choose a Clerk and a Treasurer for the ensuing year.

3. To choose a Moderator for three years.

4. To see if the Warner Village Water District will vote to authorize the purchase a tract of land 
(Map 29, Lot 1, Fire Station Proposed Site)  and to authorize the payment of $3,000.00 per 
year for ten years to the Town of Warner, NH and further, to raise and appropriate the sum of
$3,000 for the first year’s payment.  Recommended by the Commissioners and by the Budget
Committee.    

5. To see if the District will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of four hundred fifty-three 
thousand four hundred forty-five dollars ($453,944.00) for the operation, maintenance and 
improvement of the District’s water and sewer systems. (Recommended by the District 
Commissioners and the Budget Committee).

6. To see if the Warner Village Water District will vote to amend the District By-laws to add a 
Cross-Connection Control Program approved at the June 12, 2019 Commissioners Meeting.

7. To transact any other business that may legally come before the said meeting.
